Luke 18 — What’s It All About?

Based on the 18th chapter of Luke’s gospel, Luke 18 is an overnight retreat for junior high
students led by high school students (under the direction of the Youth Minister and Adult
Leaders). The program welcomes the participants, called “Lukers” into the church by
helping them to experience God and His Love - a love that is unconditional and accepts them
as they are. Through games, songs, skits personal sharing and a series of talks given by the
disciples, the “Lukers” are encouraged to have fun, break down their walls and see that God
and His Love are present in their relationships.

The focus of Luke 18 is on inviting others to open themselves to God by sharing their faith
experiences and learning from each other: it is about welcoming youth into the church - into
a spiritual family where they are needed, treasured, and appreciated as the good and beautiful
children of God that they are.

The Adult Team Leaders are young adults who provide direction and prayerful support to
the Disciples and Corinthians to help them effectively lead the retreat. The youth minister
and core team are a part of this team.
